family to study the stingless bees of the Maya. The magic of the rain forest immediately casts a spell
on Max. A young Mayan girl, Itzel, notices the magic surrounding Max and befriends him by sharing
her customs and the history of the cacao trees. ltzel slowly begins to reveal the secrets of the rain
forest, until one night the two wander deep into the forest and release a magical force. This is a
unique middle grade novel that expertly blends magic, science, culture, and ecological awareness.
While the writing is rich and detailed, it may go over less experienced younger readers’ heads. Max
fluctuates between having authentic, typical 11-year-old boy reactions and experiencing thoughts
and feelings like those of a much older person. The extensive vocabulary used makes this book an
excellent resource for readers looking for a challenge.
